The proposed action is to procure lease office space (90,000 sqft) to accommodate up to 1000 personnel at facilities within close proximity to the
Y-12 National Security Complex. Such a lease shall provide: sufficient office space base on a proposed floor plan; space configurations
requirements for cubicles, hard-walled offices, conference rooms, break rooms and common areas: buildings to be access controlled; and
adequate parking spaces. The lease space shall have no use other than for office occupancy. The lessor shall be responsible for any building
modifications and utilities connections. Future lease extensions are possible.
