Proposed Action Description:

The propose action is to install a new Perimeter, Intrusion, Detection, and Assessment System (PIDAS) section to reduce the Protected Area of
the Y-12 National Security Complex (Y-12) by approximately 50 percent; eliminate the need to maintain the current PIDAS; effectively and
efficiently ensure the protection of vital NNSA assets, thus continuing NNSA’s nuclear security mission; facilitate cost-effective deactivation and
decommissioning (D&D) of process-contaminated facilities; and reduce costs for operations outside the smaller Protected Area. The WEPAR
Project plans to install a new western section of the PIDAS west of “H” road, upgrade security buildings that move outside of PIDAS, upgrade to
the PIDAS alarm sensors and security fencing, install a new vehicle barrier, and install a new security post for vehicle/pedestrian entrance. The
western end of PIDAS will be demolished, which includes the removal of fencing, sensors, camera towers, vehicle barriers, and demolition of a
security post. The environmental impacts of the WEPAR Project were evaluated and analyzed as part of the "Supplement Analysis for the
Site-wide Environmental Impact Statement for the Y-12 National Security Complex" (DOE/EIS-0387-SA-03).
